
The Midnight Hour

Nothing Can Separate You from the Love of God

Key Scriptures: Romans 8:1, Romans 8:35–39, Hebrews 13:5, Isaiah 41:10, Psalm 62, Psalm
104, John 10:27–29

Introduction
This Midnight Hour message reminds believers that no matter what circumstances they face, God
remains faithful. Whether someone feels lonely, anxious, discouraged, or overwhelmed, God's love
remains constant and His presence never leaves His children.

More Than Conquerors
Romans 8 teaches that believers are more than conquerors through Christ. Hardship, fear,
sickness, uncertainty, and spiritual battles cannot separate us from God's love. Through Jesus we
are chosen, loved, forgiven, and secure.

No Condemnation in Christ
The message emphasizes that there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.
Salvation is a gift of grace, secured through the sacrifice of Christ on the cross.

You Are Never Alone
Hebrews 13:5 reminds us that God will never leave nor forsake His people. Whether in hospitals,
empty homes, difficult situations, or seasons of grief, the Lord remains present.

Created with Purpose
God knew each person before birth. Before creation itself, God knew His children and loved them.
Every life has purpose and value because it was created by God.

The God of Creation
Psalm 104 reveals God's majesty as Creator. The same God who created the heavens and earth
also watches over every detail of our lives.

Prayer for Healing and Freedom
Special prayer was offered for those facing loneliness, anxiety, broken relationships, family
struggles, financial hardship, sickness, and those trapped in abusive situations. God's healing,
protection, and restoration were declared.

The Cross of Christ
The cross stands at the centre of the Christian faith. Through Jesus' death and resurrection,
believers receive forgiveness, salvation, freedom, and eternal life.

Heavenly Father, thank You that nothing can separate us from Your love. Strengthen the weary,
comfort the lonely, heal the broken-hearted, and remind us that we are chosen, loved, and secure
in Christ. Amen.
